RE: Youth Fair Broiler Orders

It’s that time of the year again to begin thinking about ordering broilers.  This year we will again require that each exhibitor receive a minimum of 25 birds but can order two sets of 25 birds per exhibitor.  You will still only be able to show two pens (for questions please see Youth Fair Catalogue).  The Broiler show has also been moved to Monday Morning at 8:30 instead of Wednesday morning.

This year the birds will run $ 40.00 per pen, birds will be wing banded and be boxed in groups of 25.  I must know the total number of pens and the exhibitors name by no later then December 10th. All birds must be paid for before they can be ordered or by December 15th, Checks for the birds can be mailed to the Youth Fair Secretary..  Please make all checks payable to Wise County Youth Fair and mail checks to Liz at the Youth Fair Address.  ALL BIRDS MUST BE PAID FOR BEFORE DECEMBER 15TH OR THEY WILL NOT BE ORDERED, NO EXCEPTIONS.
I would like for each Ag chapter to place their order directly to me and all the 4-H orders to go through the extension office and when all there orders are received they can place one order.  Once you have your order together I ask that you contact me with the number of pens or if I do not hear from you by the 10th of December, I will give each of you a call.  I have listed my numbers to contact me and there are answering machines on all phones in case I am not in.
